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Removing The Top Panel

Your cart is equipped with a removable top panel for storing a standard height 1u Ethernet switch.

The mounting system for the switch is adjustable for various lengths and can be powered via the internal
electrical outlet if needed. Please keep in mind, a PoE switch will reduce the total wattage alloted for
devices (14A Max load for entire cart at a time).

Unlock the top panel.

With an assistant, pull the top toward you first, then lift up.The panel is heavy so take extra care not to
drop it.
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If your Network Switch is equipped with rack ears, loosen the mounting bracket screws using a phillips
head screwdriver. Align the mounting brackets with the overall length of the switch. You may have to
loosen the brackets and use additional mounting holes to gain the correct width.
